STARTING A CRAFT CLUB BASICS STEPS

1. Write a list of the crafts you have in mind.
2. Decide what day you’d like the craft session to be held (and every week, fortnight, or month).

3. Make sure your Mum, dad, guardian, (or yourself!) will allow you to have some capital (money to start the club with).

4. Design and make the invitations! If you want an example go to our website: www.smartartcraft.com. 
5. Send the invitations and wait for replies. When someone contacts you, write down whether they are going to come or not, and, if possible, their phone number.
6. Make sure you have all the materials for the first few crafts. Remember to get enough for the quantity of friends that are coming to your sessions.
7. Check you have all the requirements. Not all of these are necessary, but they are nice things to have anyway.
a) Capital (money to start your club with)

b) A logo
c) Attendance list design
d) An Excel Spreadsheet for all the products you buy
e) A timetable design
f) An email account
g) A place to put all the left over craft products

8. When you buy something for the club, record all the details in the Excel spreadsheet.
9. Whenever you go shopping for your materials set a maximum amount of money so you don't buy lots and lots of things; so many you can't pay for them. This is rather important!
10. During your first craft class give a piece of paper to each of your friends, and ask them to write all their details, especially email, so you can contact them.
